Yosakoi ( ) is a unique style of
dance that originated in Japan.

Yosakoi started in the city of Khi in
1954, as a modern rendition of

Awa Odori, a traditional summer dance.
Yosakoi-style dancing has

spread throughout much of Japan.

The style of dance is highly energetic,
combining traditional Japanese

dance movements with modern music. The
choreographed dances are

often performed by large teams. Along

with a number of professional

yosakoi schools and town dance teams, yosakosdsaapopular event

during the sports festivals held by Japanese elemgnunior,

and senior high schools.

Often people are not aware of the exhaustive amount of information that can be of
assistance to police in their investigations or inquiries.

Here are some examples of what information may be helpful to Police should you
happen to be a witness of a crime, observe a suspicious

person or vehicle, an event or incident.

Suspect Person Information

Date: Date of occurrence/crime/incident etc.

Time: Actual time witnessed.

Location of Person: Exact location at known time and date.

Person’s name & or address if known: Do you know this person by name or address & if
so provide these details?

Sex - Male or Female: Did you recognize the sex of the person?

Eye colour: Eg: Blue, Green, Brown, Hazel, Grey etc.

Hair colour: Eg: Grey, Blonde, Brown, Light Brown, Black, red etc.

Hair type: Eg: Short, Long, Receding, Straight, Curly, Bald etc.

Height range: Eg: 120 to 130cm, 5ft to 5ft 3 etc.

Build: Eg: Slim, Medium, Solid, Muscular, Obese, Proportionate etc.

Complexion: Pale, Medium, Olive, Dark, Yellow, Sallow, etc.

Racial Appearance: European, Indian, Aboriginal, Asian, Black African, Middle Eastern,
Latin American, Pacific Islander etc.

Age: How old did the person appear?

Distinguishing Features: Scars, Tattoos, Facial hair, Speech, Spectacles, Moles etc.
Clothing descriptive features & colours: Name brands, Logos Markings, Colours,
Carrying any weapons/objects/other etc.

Suspect Vehicle Information

Registration Number: Provide Rego. No or part number, State of Rego. No.

Vehicle Model: Provide model of the vehicle.

Year of Manufacture: \What year was the vehicle made.

Other distinguishing features: Eg. Alloy wheels, pin stripes, roof racks, damaged, tinted
windows, accessories etc.

Type of vehicle: Eg. Sedan, Station wagon, Coupe, Utility, Van/Panel Van, Truck etc.
Colour of vehicle: What colour was the vehicle.

Why are you reporting this Person/Vehicle?
Describe exactly what you saw: Provide exact details of what it is you witnessed first
hand.
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
